o If a dog behaves aggressively in the ring (breed-group-finals) and its behaviour is eye-witnessed by the Judge on duty, the latter 
must submit a report for the attention of the Organising Committee and must disqualify the dog for the rest of the competition. All 
the awards and titles of the day are consequently cancelled.

o Where FCI regulations are not covered, then KUSA Schedule 3 shall take effect.

All the other Shows will be held according to the Rules and Regulations of the Kennel Union of Southern Africa.
Please keep the grounds and bathrooms clean. 
When grooming and/or exercising your dogs, please clean up after them. Do not leave it for others or the ring stewards to do.

ALL EXHIBITORS/HANDLERS ARE PERSONALLY RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CONTROL OF THEIR DOGS AT ALL TIMES AND SHALL BE
